Roughly one million children are abused or neglected every year in the United 
States.  These children are removed from their homes and placed into relative or 
foster care.  They quickly become lost in a system filled with overburdened 
judges, caseworkers, attorneys, and foster parents.  That is where our staff and 
CASA volunteers step in.  Our CASA volunteers and staff are better able to give 
these children the thorough attention they deserve. We aren’t able to represent all 
children, but we remind ourselves often that just like the little boy at sea, we have 
made “a difference to this one.” 
 
In 2006 Child Advocates served 363 children in 198 cases.  Despite our efforts, 
roughly half of all children in Child Protective Services’ care do not have a 
CASA.  For those children we are not moving fast enough.  That number of un-
served children is what motivates all of us at Child Advocates to find innovative 
strategies to increase our CASA volunteer numbers.   
 
Our staff and volunteers are excited for the year to come as a new website, new 
building, new leadership, and a new take on marketing and recruiting are expected 
to take us to great new heights.  We appreciate your continued support and we 
look forward to working with you in the coming year to ensure that more of our 
children have a CASA to represent their best interests in court.

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The Challenge 
A safe permanent home isn’t something a child should only 
dream about.  Yet, hundreds of children in this area live in 
foster care.  With overburdened caseloads, caseworkers, 
attorneys, and judges may not have the time to give these 
children the thorough attention they deserve.  Child 
Advocates recruits, trains, and supervises Court Appointed 
Special Advocates (CASA) volunteers who focus on one 
case at a time.  The CASA serves as an impartial third party 
who speaks for the child’s best interests.  Specifically the 
CASA is focused on shortening the child’s time in foster 
care, and recommends a permanent placement for the child 
that will provide safety and predictability.

Child Advocates works to expedite the process of placing 
abused and neglected children in a safe, permanent home, 
by providing trained volunteers to represent the child's 
interests in the courts and the child protective services 
system.
